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Today, we welcome Carshalton Athletic to Meadow Park for our 

important FA Cup 4th Qualifying Round tie. May I wish their Directors, 

Manager, players, and supporters a pleasant stay with us and a safe 

journey home.

Very few will remember, but way back in 1999 
(now 26 seasons ago), I actually began my 
tenure here as Boreham Wood FC Chairman 
against today’s visitors, Carshalton Athletic, 
when both of us were in the Isthmian League. 
Back then, Carshalton Athletic were seen by 
some folk as a bigger football club than ours, 
though not by me, I hasten to add.

I well remember the day though, it was sun-
ny, it was warm and even then we had a good 
pitch. I was just 36 years old and in truth, I 
felt very nervous. I had spent a lot of money 
to save the club, I had my now ex-wife, my 5 
young children and most of my family and 
friends with me for the game, and it DID NOT 
go very well at all.

It was my first day on parade as BWFC Chair-
man, but Carshalton came, they were much 
better than us on the day, they did a real 
job on us and we got a fully deserved 3-0 
hammering. I can still well remember thinking 
to myself with just 200 paying supporters in 
the ground, OMG what the hell have I done?

That was the first of many difficult days 
encountered here in my time as Chairman 
and that first beating certainly ruined my 
homecoming….............it also ruined my family’s 
big day and, looking back, it still hurts even 
today.

That was a day I had wanted to go so well for 
all manner of reasons - but especially out 
of respect for my late father Micky Hunter’s 
memory, as he’d played for the club, and also 
managed us with a lot of class, dignity and 
success in the late 60’s and early 70’s.

It’s funny, even now, there is never a match 
day that I don’t think of him or mentally 
speak to him and today will be no different. 
That said, who would have thought after all 

these years, that I would get the chance, 
especially in the FA Cup, to exact some sort 
of revenge and perhaps turn the tables on 
Carshalton Athletic this afternoon?

The FA Cup over the years has created great 
memories for our football club, our town and 
our whole community and in simple terms 
can unite everyone as we have all witnessed, 
and when it does all you can say is wow, wow, 
wow.

In recent years it’s been very kind and 
special to Luke, me, our dressing room, our 
supporters, our town and our community, 
especially that run to the FA Cup 5th Round 
when we beat Barnet, Eastleigh, St Albans 
City, AFC Wimbledon, AFC Bournemouth and 
then travelled up to Goodison Park to meet 
Everton in the last 16 on a Thursday night in 
front of 39,000 fans, whilst also being in the 
draw for the FA Cup Quarter-Final!

Being totally honest, I’m still a tad greedy 
to sample some more cup glory and that 
means we must focus and do whatever it 
takes to win today. Since Luke Garrard’s 
return to the dugout just over a month ago, 
we’ve advanced without too many scares 
to reach the FA Cup 4th Qualifying Round, 
beating Eastbourne Borough away 1-0 and 
then Larkhall Athletic here 2-1. We’ve also 
remained unbeaten in both our league 
games beating Welling United 6-0 here and 
Chippenham 1-0 away.

As such we go into this afternoon’s game 
full of confidence. I’m told we are almost 
at full strength and so we should be fully 
committed and focused on getting ourselves 
into the FA Cup 1st Round Proper for the 
umpteenth time.
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Hopefully, a good performance today can 
give us the win we need, because as we all 
know, a win no matter how achieved, can 
lead to a good draw and if Lady Luck is with 
you, she might just give us another tilt at a 
Football League club?

Firstly though, we must deal with the real 
threat of Carshalton Athletic and all that 
they have to offer this afternoon. In truth, 
since we got promoted out of the Ryman 
League around 15 years ago, our paths have 
never crossed and with us now being in a 
higher league, I suppose in most people’s 
eyes we will go into today’s game as favour-
ites.

Carshalton Athletic will already know they 
have done fantastically well to get this far 
and that they have absolutely nothing to 
lose and everything to gain today. With it 
also being about the magic of the FA Cup, 
it tells us all that there will be the normal 
shocks up and down the country this after-
noon…. Carshalton will be looking to provide 
one of those shocks for themselves and for 
their fans.

For us, a Cup run is of course important, but 
not more important to me than this season’s 
promotion challenge, as the league must be 
our priority. That’s why we have put together 
such a strong squad this season and it’s why 
Luke will hopefully have 18 of his 20-man 
squad of National League players to choose 
from this afternoon.

Knowing Luke like I do, he will pick what he 
feels to be his strongest starting Xl to get 
the job done today. Whatever the result this 
afternoon though, can I thank our loyal trav-
elling ‘Wood Army’ fans for your outstanding 
away support thus far this season.

Can I also thank the ‘Wood Army’ for their 
caring and kind attitudes toward a fellow 
‘Wood Army’ supporter Phil Jackson down 
at Chippenham last Saturday. Phil (no doubt 
having had a few beers, haha) slipped and 
fell, cutting his head on the terraces at Chip-

penham. Though we sent one of our medics 
to look after him and got him home on the 
supporter’s coach, the care and concern 
shown by our supporters and my medical 
staff was heartwarming to see. Anyway get 
well soon Phil and stay off the booze haha 
but knowing you, you’ll most likely be back 
in the Glass House and on the North Bank 
today.

In regards to this season, it feels like belief is 
returning to the club behind the scenes and 
on the terraces. I might be wrong but it feels 
to me that we are all starting to understand 
what it’s going to take to get ourselves pro-
moted this season after me having to make 
some very big calls in September.

Anyway, let’s get back to this afternoon’s FA 
Cup encounter and in reality for both Car-
shalton Athletic and ourselves today is only 
about winning and getting to the 1st Round 
Proper of the FA Cup. Both sets of support-
ers know that only one club can progress 
and fulfil its ambitions and dreams regarding 
an onward FA Cup journey and its possible 
rewards for this season. 

Hopefully, Lady Luck and FA Cup fortune 
will shine on our club today and it will be our 
dressing room and supporters celebrating a 
hard-fought victory come 5pm this evening. 
That said whoever wins can I say “commis-
erations to the losers and to the victor the 
spoils”….

Lastly, whoever you support, let’s hope for 
an open, attacking game and may the best 
team win.

CARSHALTON ATHLETIC
Peter Adeniyi’s Carshalton Athletic side’s 

Emirates FA Cup journey commenced in the first 
qualifying round which saw them welcome step 

5, Haywards Heath Town to the War Memorial 

Sports Ground. 

The Robins would take the lead just before the 20 

minute mark through Darnell Goather-Braithwaite 

and would go onto shift up a gear in the second 

half, extending their lead to 3-0 with goals from 

Oliver Hamstead and Steve Gody. The visitors 

would claw one back from the penalty spot in the 

80th minute, but it would be too little to late for the 

visitors as the Isthmian Premier side progressed.

 

Second round qualifying would see the Robins host 

Isthmian South Central side, South Park Reigate, 

with Tommy Bradford scoring the only goal in the 

tie after a goalmouth scramble, capitalising on a 

cross from Darnell Goather-Braithwaite. Carshalton 

dominated early, with Fabio Saraiva and Bradford 

both coming close, but goalkeeper Danny Bracken 

made multiple key saves for South Park. Substitute 

Mason Saunders-Henry added energy, but the 

Robins couldn’t extend their lead. However, despite 

late pressure from their opponents, Peter Adeniyi’s 

men dug in and held on to advance once again.

 

Finally, third round qualifying saw an intense game 

for Carshalton Athletic as they narrowly defeated 

Melksham Town 3-2. Tommy Bradford opened the 

scoring after pouncing on a rebound, and Saunders 

Henry added a second with a long-range strike. 

Melksham fought back, scoring twice through 

Robbie James and Mark Cooper but, In the dying 

moments, Sharon Ifeanyi won a penalty for the 

Robins, which Dom Vose coolly converted to 

secure their place at the Mangata Pay UK Stadium 

Meadow Park this afternoon.

CLASSIC CAMPAIGNS

CARSHALTON ATHLETIC

1952/53

Carshalton Athletic won the Corinthian 
League title for the first time in 1952/53. 
The season began with a friendly match 
against Dutch side Hengelo and this became 
a regular fixture over several seasons. 
The Robins won 19 of their 26 games and 
hammered Worthing 7-0 and Tilbury 6-2, also 
securing four-goal wins at home to Epsom, 
Maidenhead United and Chesham United. 
Gaining 39 points, they finished three points 
ahead of runners-up Hounslow. They also 
reached the FA Cup third qualifying round for 
only the second time, beating Bexleyheath 
& Welling 5-1, Kingstonian 3-0 and Sutton 
United 2-0 before losing 4-3 at home to 
Wimbledon. 

1953/54 

Carshalton Athletic retained the Corinthian 
League title in 1953/54. The Robins won 17 of 
their 26 games and trounced Worthing 8-3 
and Eastbourne 6-3 at home, also romping 
to a 6-1 victory at Chesham United. They 
triumphed 5-3 at home to Slough Town and 
secured 4-1 wins over Maidstone United and 
Uxbridge. Gaining 39 points, they finished 
just one point ahead of runners-up Edgware 
Town after an exciting title race. They swept 
to an emphatic 8-0 victory over Worthing 
at Colston Avenue en route to their first 
Memorial Shield final but despite scoring 
twice in the opening six minutes, with goals 
from Webb and Raynor, they lost 3-2 to 
Edgware.  

1954/55

Carshalton Athletic reached the Amateur Cup 
quarter-finals at the first attempt in 1954/55. 
They beat past winners Leytonstone 3-1, 
Norton Woodseats 4-1 and Alton Town 4-3, 

after a 1-1 draw, in the Amateur Cup before a 
6-1 defeat at Hounslow, after a 2-2 draw, in 
the quarter-finals. It was the first year that 
two Corinthian League teams had reached 
that stage of the competition. The Robins 
also reached the final of the Surrey Senior 
Shield for the first time. Carshalton finished 
third in the Corinthian League, winning 17 
of their 28 games and gaining 38 points. 
Goalkeeper Frank George and full-back 
Alan Eagles both went on to play for Leyton 
Orient. 

1959/60

Carshalton Athletic reached the Amateur 
Cup quarter-finals again in 1959/60. England 
Amateur international full-back Terry Stacey 
had moved to Plymouth Argyle during the 
summer. Carshalton beat Waterlooville 1-0, 
Stanley United 3-1 and Norton Woodseats 
3-0 in the Amateur Cup before losing 4-0 
at Kingstonian in the quarter-finals. They 
won the Southern Combination Cup for 
the first time, beating Slough Town 4-2 
in the final, avenging a 3-2 defeat by the 
same opponents in the inaugural Southern 
Combination Cup final the previous year. Full-
back Roy Lunnis moved to Crystal Palace in 
April 1960 and later played for Portsmouth 
and Luton.  

1976/77

Carshalton Athletic won promotion in 
1976/77. They won 25 of their 42 Isthmian 
League Second Division games and lost 
just once at Colston Avenue, conceding 
only 33 goals during the campaign. Gaining 
87 points, they finished runners-up behind 
runaway champions Boreham Wood. At the 
end of the season, the Isthmian League 
divisions were renamed. Division One became 
the Premier Division and Division Two was

1982/83

Carshalton Athletic reached the FA Cup 
second round proper for the first time in 
1982/83. Laurie Churchill’s side beat Horley 
Town 2-1, Southwick 3-1, Egham Town 2-0 
and Walthamstow Avenue 2-1, after a 1-1 
draw, en route to the FA Cup first round 
proper. The Robins hammered Barnet 4-0 at 
Colston Avenue to reach the second round. 
The following team lost 4-1 to Torquay United 
in front of 3,409 at Plainmoor: Rick Collier, 
Tony Maurice, Vic Akers, John Raffington, 
Andy Coghill, Gavin Fraser (Steve Bangs), Ian 
Parsons, Chris Lewington, Tommy Tuite, Barry 
Friend, Trevor Dark. The Robins finished 16th 
in the Isthmian League Premier Division. 

2002/03

Ex-England international Graham Roberts 
guided Carshalton Athletic to the Isthmian 
League First Division South title in 2002/03. 
The Robins began with a 3-1 defeat at Lewes 
but then soared to the top of the table with 
a thrilling 16 match unbeaten run, including 
12 wins. The run ended with a 3-0 defeat at 
Walton & Hersham but Carshalton won six 
of their next seven matches, including an 
emphatic 4-1 victory at home to title rivals 
Lewes. They won their final four Isthmian 
League games without conceding a goal, 
gaining 92 points and finishing four points 
ahead of runners-up Bognor Regis as they 
won promotion back to the Isthmian League 
Premier Division. 

2008/09

Carshalton Athletic reached the Isthmian 
League Premier Division play-off final in 
2008/09. It was the first full season under 
new ownership. Hayden Bird’s side won their 
opening three games, with Richard Jolly 
scoring four goals in a 5-1 win at Harrow 
Borough. They crashed to a 5-1 defeat at 
home to Horsham just two days later but lost 
only three of their next 16 matches. Richard 

Jolly was leading marksman with 31 goals 
as Carshalton won 19 of their 42 games and 
qualified for the play-offs in fourth place with 
68 points. The Robins defeated Tonbridge 
Angels 3-2 in the semi-finals but lost 1-0 to 
Staines Town after extra-time in the play-off 
final. 

2017/18

Carshalton Athletic stormed to the Isthmian 
League South Division title in 2017/18. The 
Robins made an eight-match unbeaten start, 
including four-goal wins over Shoreham, 
Corinthian Casuals and Chipstead as well as a 
4-4 draw at home to Ramsgate. Omar Korboa 
scored four times in their 4-0 win at Hythe 
Town in mid-November. Mickel Miller grabbed 
a hat-trick as they beat Sittingbourne 3-0 
during a 16 match unbeaten run, trouncing 
East Grinstead 5-1 and Molesey 5-0. Under 
player-boss Peter Adeniyi, they clinched the 
title in style with a 7-0 win at home to VCD 
Athletic on the final day. They gained 102 
points, finishing three ahead of runners-up 
Lewes. 

2018/19

Carshalton Athletic qualified for the Isthmian 
League Premier Division play-offs in 2018/19. 
Peter Adeniyi’s side kicked off with a 1-0 
victory at Lewes but won just one of their 
next eight games. The Robins soared with five 
straight wins. Harry Ottaway grabbed a hat-
trick as they won 4-2 at Folkestone in early 
March to herald another five successive wins. 
Omar Korboa was another hat-trick hero as 
they won 5-1 at home to Wingate & Finchley. 
Carshalton lost only two of their final 18 
games, finishing runners-up with 71 points, 
but lost 2-1 to Merstham in the play-off semi-
finals. They lost 2-1 at Barnet in the FA Trophy 
third round after a 3-3 draw.
